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7.1. Network Name (SSID)

Name of the AP is searchable by other wireless Modes. The length of SSID should be
shorter than 32 characters.

7.2. Channel

Select the wireless channel within current channel plan.

7.3. Network Authentication & Data Encryption

There are three types of authentication:

m Open System

It is combined with data encryption type to be WEP or to be disabled.

Encryption ~ disabled: you decide to open this AP to every one without network
authentication.

Encryption ~ WEP: you decide to setup the basic data encryption with a defined network
key.

m Shared Key + WEP

You decide to apply both authentication and data encryption to prevent unauthorized
login.

m WPA-PSK + TKIP & WPA2-PSK + TKIP

The most advanced authentication and data encryption that provide the best security
protection.

7.4. ASCII/ PASSPHRASE

The most advanced authentication and data encryption that provide the best security
protection.
